Subject: Language Arts 

	Overview and Purpose: Students will learn the history of, recognize the format of and be able to write Haiku poetry.

	Objective: The students will learn about the history and the format of haiku poetry and they will develop haiku poems using images from either one of the books, Kogi’s Mysterious Journey and The Kamisihibai Man, as inspiration.

	Anticipatory Set: The teacher will show a picture of Basho and remind the students that Kogi’s friend was Basho. She will show a picture of Matsuo Basho and share with the students that he was considered to be the master of Japanese poetry – especially haiku poems. She will ask the students what they know about haiku. She will hold up a picture and ask the students to describe what they see. She will make a list of describing words on the board. She will explain the idea of a kigo word. Together the teacher and students will create a haiku poem, using the format 5-7-5. The children will then work to list describing words for a picture from either book, Kogi’s Mysterious Journey and The Kamisihibai Man. Once a list is developed, the children will begin to craft their own haiku poems based on what they see in the pictures.  

	Activity: The teacher will inform the students that they will be creating 2 to 3 haiku poems. The website for The Five Hundred Essential Japanese Season Words will be listed on the board: http://www.2hweb.net/haikai/renku/500ESWd.html She will explain to the students that they will be using the two books’ pictures as inspiration for their poems. Students will begin writing, once their list of words is complete and they have located at least 3 kigo words. Students will be allowed to access the website as they work to assist them with determining kigo words for their poems. When everyone is finished working, everyone will select their best work and share. Students will be asked to respond to each other’s poems by first sharing the good aspects and then making one suggestion for positive change. Revisions can be made or not. Poems will be published using Google Docs and will be submitted to the National Schools Project for publishing consideration in the Young American Poetry Digest (2016 edition). 

	Closure: The teacher will ask the students to each say with one kigo word that is different than the one they used in their poems.
