The Women of Wang Lung
Mural Assignment

The Good Earth
100 Points

Directions: Your group will create a “mural” relating to one of the women that are important in Wang Lung’s Life. You will have approximately 1 hour during the next class period to create your mural. Plan accordingly by making plans and assigning tasks today. You should come prepared with any materials you need to complete your task. Your group may work as much as you want outside of class to prepare, but the mural must be completed in class the next time we meet. Your group will then present it to the class.

Be sure to consider the following in your plans:
A) Your mural should be designed to clearly portray your character to an audience we will assume know nothing about your character or the novel. Be sure to include prominently the name of the novel and the author.  Your character’s name should be clearly emphasized and defined. The purpose of your mural should be completely recognizable to the viewer.

B) The clarity of your mural’s text is the most important. You will include the following text:

· a minimum of three direct quotes from the novel

· explanation of the relationship to Wang Lung

· a physical description

· three personality traits

· what Wang Lung learns or gains from this character

· and, what she symbolizes in the Chinese culture

This text must be visually emphasized, not hidden among the illustrations.

C) Your illustrations may be hand drawn, computer generated or you may use cuttings from other sources such as magazines. You may not use drawings or photographs that already depict scenes from The Good Earth. Remember that your illustrations are important in helping the viewer grasp quickly the subject of your mural. Avoid confusing your viewer with clutter. Also remember, your illustrations should primarily enhance your textual references. A balanced use of text and illustration is the goal.

D) Your mural will be graded on the overall-effect it has in quickly and effectively pulling your viewer into your subject. Textual references are very important here. Strive to use those that will be of greatest interest and informational value to your viewer.

E) You must use the paper provided in class. Your project must conform to that format. You may use a variety of materials if you ant, but all of that must fit in the area of the paper you’re given. (Markers, glue, scissors, and some construction paper will be provided.
Extra Credit: 25 extra credit points will go to the mural which Mrs. Walls evaluates as fulfilling the assignment with the most creativity and style. (The mural must meet all the requirements listed above to be eligible for extra credit.)
